
 
BkJer 36. THE WORD OF GOD IS INDESTRUCTIBLE AND INEXHAUSTIBLE  
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New Testament revelation of the message of Jeremiah chapter 36 

Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, 
piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a 
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 
Hebrews 4:13 Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things are naked 
and opened unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do.

sees the heart, cannot be fooled (1Co 2:14); 

omniscient (1Jo 3:20); 

every one meets their Maker (He 9:27); 

Only those who turn to Him and obey Him are 
assured of eternal salvation (He 5:8;  
Lu 8:20-21; Jam 3:14-18; Re 3:10); 

(Ro 11:33; Ac 6:7, 12:24; Ps 12:6-7). 

Read Jeremiah 36; then study these truths in CONTEXT (very important)  
through the book and the entire Bible for thorough understanding;  
then live them and God will confirm them in your heart (2Ti 2:15). 

 

Jeremiah 36:1 And it came to pass in the fourth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah 

king of Judah, that this word came unto Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, 

Jeremiah 36:2 Take thee a roll of a book, and write therein all the words that I have 

spoken unto thee against Israel, and against Judah, and against all the nations, from 

the day I spake unto thee, from the days of Josiah, even unto this day. 

Jeremiah 36:3 It may be that the house of Judah will hear all the evil which I purpose 

to do unto them; that they may return every man from his evil way; that I may forgive 

their iniquity and their sin. 

Jeremiah 36:4 Then Jeremiah called Baruch the son of Neriah: and Baruch wrote from 

the mouth of Jeremiah all the words of the LORD, which he had spoken unto him, upon 

a roll of a book. 

Jeremiah 36:5 And Jeremiah commanded Baruch, saying, I am shut up; I cannot go 
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into the house of the LORD: 

Jeremiah 36:6 Therefore go thou, and read in the roll, which thou hast written from my 

mouth, the words of the LORD in the ears of the people in the LORD'S house upon the 

fasting day: and also thou shalt read them in the ears of all Judah that come out of 

their cities. 

Jeremiah 36:7 It may be they will present their supplication before the LORD, and will 

return every one from his evil way: for great is the anger and the fury that the LORD 

hath pronounced against this people. 

Jeremiah 36:8 And Baruch the son of Neriah did according to all that Jeremiah the 

prophet commanded him, reading in the book the words of the LORD in the LORD'S 

house. 

Jeremiah 36:9 And it came to pass in the fifth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah king 

of Judah, in the ninth month, that they proclaimed a fast before the LORD to all the 

people in Jerusalem, and to all the people that came from the cities of Judah unto 

Jerusalem. 

Jeremiah 36:10 Then read Baruch in the book the words of Jeremiah in the house of 

the LORD, in the chamber of Gemariah the son of Shaphan the scribe, in the higher 

court, at the entry of the new gate of the LORD'S house, in the ears of all the people. 

Jeremiah 36:11 When Michaiah the son of Gemariah, the son of Shaphan, had heard 

out of the book all the words of the LORD, 

Jeremiah 36:12 Then he went down into the king's house, into the scribe's chamber: 

and, lo, all the princes sat there, even Elishama the scribe, and Delaiah the son of 

Shemaiah, and Elnathan the son of Achbor, and Gemariah the son of Shaphan, and 

Zedekiah the son of Hananiah, and all the princes. 

Jeremiah 36:13 Then Michaiah declared unto them all the words that he had heard, 

when Baruch read the book in the ears of the people. 

Jeremiah 36:14 Therefore all the princes sent Jehudi the son of Nethaniah, the son of 

Shelemiah, the son of Cushi, unto Baruch, saying, Take in thine hand the roll wherein 

thou hast read in the ears of the people, and come. So Baruch the son of Neriah took 

the roll in his hand, and came unto them. 

Jeremiah 36:15 And they said unto him, Sit down now, and read it in our ears. So 

Baruch read it in their ears. 

Jeremiah 36:16 Now it came to pass, when they had heard all the words, they were 

afraid both one and other, and said unto Baruch, We will surely tell the king of all these 

words. 

Jeremiah 36:17 And they asked Baruch, saying, Tell us now, How didst thou write all 

these words at his mouth? 

Jeremiah 36:18 Then Baruch answered them, He pronounced all these words unto 

me with his mouth, and I wrote them with ink in the book. 

Jeremiah 36:19 Then said the princes unto Baruch, Go, hide thee, thou and Jeremiah; 

and let no man know where ye be. 



Jeremiah 36:20 And they went in to the king into the court, but they laid up the roll in 

the chamber of Elishama the scribe, and told all the words in the ears of the king. 

Jeremiah 36:21 So the king sent Jehudi to fetch the roll: and he took it out of Elishama 

the scribe's chamber. And Jehudi read it in the ears of the king, and in the ears of all 

the princes which stood beside the king. 

Jeremiah 36:22 Now the king sat in the winterhouse in the ninth month: and there was 

a fire on the hearth burning before him. 

Jeremiah 36:23 And it came to pass, that when Jehudi had read three or four leaves, 

he cut it with the penknife, and cast it into the fire that was on the hearth, until all the 

roll was consumed in the fire that was on the hearth. 

Jeremiah 36:24 Yet they were not afraid, nor rent their garments, neither the king, nor 

any of his servants that heard all these words. 

Jeremiah 36:25 Nevertheless Elnathan and Delaiah and Gemariah had made 

intercession to the king that he would not burn the roll: but he would not hear them. 

Jeremiah 36:26 But the king commanded Jerahmeel the son of Hammelech, and 

Seraiah the son of Azriel, and Shelemiah the son of Abdeel, to take Baruch the scribe 

and Jeremiah the prophet: but the LORD hid them. 

Jeremiah 36:27 Then the word of the LORD came to Jeremiah, after that the king had 

burned the roll, and the words which Baruch wrote at the mouth of Jeremiah, saying, 

Jeremiah 36:28 Take thee again another roll, and write in it all the former words that 

were in the first roll, which Jehoiakim the king of Judah hath burned. 

Jeremiah 36:29 And thou shalt say to Jehoiakim king of Judah, Thus saith the LORD; 

Thou hast burned this roll, saying, Why hast thou written therein, saying, The king of 

Babylon shall certainly come and destroy this land, and shall cause to cease from 

thence man and beast? 

Jeremiah 36:30 Therefore thus saith the LORD of Jehoiakim king of Judah; He shall 

have none to sit upon the throne of David: and his dead body shall be cast out in the 

day to the heat, and in the night to the frost. 

Jeremiah 36:31 And I will punish him and his seed and his servants for their iniquity; 

and I will bring upon them, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and upon the men 

of Judah, all the evil that I have pronounced against them; but they hearkened not. 

Jeremiah 36:32 Then took Jeremiah another roll, and gave it to Baruch the scribe, the 

son of Neriah; who wrote therein from the mouth of Jeremiah all the words of the book 

which Jehoiakim king of Judah had burned in the fire: and there were added besides 

unto them many like words.  

THE PEOPLE IN JEREMIAH’S DAY WERE DEPORTED TO BABYLON AND 

SERVED AS SLAVES FOR SEVENTY YEARS BECAUSE  

THEY HAD NO REGARD FOR THE WORD OF GOD. 

 

 



THREE VERY IMPORTANT FACTS TO REMEMBER 

GOD’S WORD IS INSPIRED: 2 Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of 

God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in 

righteousness: 

2 Timothy 3:17 That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good 

works. 

GOD’S WORD IS ETERNAL: Isaiah 40:8 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but 

the word of our God shall stand for ever. 

1 Peter 1:24 For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. 

The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away: 

1 Peter 1:25 But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by 

the gospel is preached unto you. 

GOD PRESERVES HIS WORD: Psalm 12:6 The words of the LORD are pure words: 

as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times. 

Psalm 12:7 Thou shalt keep them, O LORD, thou shalt preserve them from this 

generation for ever.  

STERN WARNINGS AGAINST ALTERING THE WORD OF GOD 

Deuteronomy 4:2 Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall 

ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD your God 

which I command you. 

Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust 

in him. 

Proverbs 30:6 Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a 

liar. 

Revelation 22:16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the 

churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

Revelation 22:17 And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth 

say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water 

of life freely. 

Revelation 22:18 For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy 

of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the 

plagues that are written in this book: 

Revelation 22:19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this 

prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, 

and from the things which are written in this book.
