(humanistic psychology, excuse for sin)

Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are
to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?
(Ro 6:16) it is by choice... whom do ye choose to obey? (Eph 2:8-10)

Satan: obedience to sin; proven by works that you do.

Christ: obedience to God’s word; proven by works that you do.

Salvation by faith alone is only part of God’s full gospel; therefore it is a lie.
