Will ye smoke dope, abort babies, lie, use 
pornographic entertainment, fornicate, 
walk by humanistic psychology, idolize 
things or people, use vulgar language;

ETERNAL SALVATION REQUIRES OBEDIENCE (He 5:8-9) 
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Jeremiah 7:11 Is this house, which is called by my name, become a den of robbers in 

your eyes? Behold, even I have seen it, saith the LORD. 

Jeremiah 7:12 But go ye now unto my place which was in Shiloh, where I set my 

name at the first, and see what I did to it for the wickedness of my people Israel. 

Jeremiah 7:13 And now, because ye have done all these works, saith the LORD, and I 

spake unto you, rising up early and speaking, but ye heard not; and I called you, but ye 

answered not;
