Exodus 7:20 And Moses and Aaron did so, as 
the LORD commanded; and he lifted up the rod, 
and smote the waters that were in the river, in the 
sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; 
and all the waters that were in the river were 
turned to blood.  
Exodus 7:21 And the fish that was in the river 
died; and the river stank, and the Egyptians could 
not drink of the water of the river; and there was 
blood throughout all the land of Egypt.  

Revelation 8:10 And the third angel sounded, 
and there fell a great star from heaven, burning 
as it were a lamp, and it fell upon the third part of 
the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters; 
Revelation 8:11 And the name of the star is 
called Wormwood: and the third part of the 
waters became wormwood; and many men died 
of the waters, because they were made bitter.

Revelation 8:13 And I beheld, and heard an angel flying through the midst of heaven, saying with a 
loud voice, Woe, woe, woe, to the inhabiters of the earth by reason of the other voices of the trumpet 
of the three angels, which are yet to sound!
