Sanctification: separated from the world unto God 
1 Peter 1:2 (KJB) Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, 
through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the 
blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied. 

(Colossians 1:12-13) 

Ephesians 1:17 (KJB) That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may 
give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: (Genesis 1:3-5) 
18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened;  

and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints,  
19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, 
according to the working of his mighty power, 
20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his 
own right hand in the heavenly places, 

 
Ephesians 3:14 (KJB) For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, 
15 Of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named, 
16 That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened 
with might by his Spirit in the inner man; 
17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in 
love, 
18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and 
depth, and height; 
19 And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled 
with all the fulness of God. (Ephesians 4)

15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: 
16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible 
and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all 
things were created by him, and for him: 
17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist. 
18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from 
the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. 
19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; 
20 And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all 
things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven. 
21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, 
yet now hath he reconciled 
22 In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and 
unreproveable in his sight: 
23 If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the 
hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature 
which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; (Col 1:24-29) 

1 Thessalonians 2:11 (KJB) As ye know how  
(the gospel method)

as a father doth his children, 
12 That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you unto his kingdom and glory. 
13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the 
word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in

Promise that God will bless the world 
through Abraham– (World-wide Blessing 
through Abraham) 
Genesis 12:3; 22:1-19  

New Covenant – Abraham’s Seed blesses the 
world – No more psychology but complete 
obedience Jeremiah 31:31-40; Hebrews 8:1-13; 
Luke 1:26-38; Amos 9:11-15 

Christ and the Gentiles – Scripture with foresight preached the Gospel to Abraham 
Galatians 3 Interprets the Abrahamic Covenant in the New Testament 

Galatians 3:6 Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.  
Galatians 3:7 Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of 
Abraham. 
Galatians 3:8 And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through faith, 
preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed. 
Galatians 3:9 So then they which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham. 
Galatians 3:29 And if ye be Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the 
promise. 
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
