Ezekiel 40:1 (KJB) In the five and twentieth year of our captivity, in the beginning of 
the year, in the tenth day of the month, in the fourteenth year after that the city was 
smitten, in the selfsame day the hand of the LORD was upon me, and brought me 
thither. 

*Time: 572 BC; 25 years after Ezekiel was deported to Babylon in 597 BC, and 
14 years after Jerusalem and the Temple were burned and final deporting 
of Jews to Babylon, 586 BC. The 70 yr Jewish captivity was 606–536 BC. 

Ezekiel 40:2 (KJB) In the visions of God brought he me into the land of Israel, and set 
me upon a very high mountain, by which was as the frame of a city on the south. 
3 And he brought me thither, and, behold, there was a man, whose appearance was 
like the appearance of brass, with a line of flax in his hand, and a measuring reed; and 
he stood in the gate. 

Ezekiel 40:4 (KJB) And the man said unto me, Son of man, behold with thine eyes, 
and hear with thine ears, and set thine heart upon all that I shall shew thee; for to the 
intent that I might shew them unto thee art thou brought hither: declare all that thou 
seest to the house of Israel. 

[Ezekiel 40-42]
*Solomon’s temple was destroyed in 586 BC and rebuilt in 516 BC ending what 

the Bible calls 70 years of desolation, during which the Jews were unable 
to worship God as prescribed by the law of Moses. 

*Work on the temple was suspended for nearly 20 years during that time. Haggai 
and Zechariah encouraged the completion. The Jews were disappointed 
because the new temple seemed lacking in size and splendor of the one 
Solomon built. 

* “this house,” only a figure in type of the future temple [Haggai 2:1-9] 

1 Corinthians 3:16 (KJB) Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the 
Spirit of God dwelleth in you? 
17 If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is 
holy, which temple ye are. 

JUDE 3: YE SHOULD EARNESTLY CONTEND FOR THE FAITH WHICH WAS ONCE DELIVERED UNTO THE SAINTS 
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[a sign of ownership]
Ephesians 1:3 (KJB) Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who 
hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: 
4 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we 
should be holy and without blame before him in love: 
5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, 
according to the good pleasure of his will, 
6 To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the 
beloved. 
7 In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to 
the riches of his grace; 
8 Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence; 
9 Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure 
which he hath purposed in himself: 
10 That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all 
things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 
11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to 
the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 
12 That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. 
13 In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your 
salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of 
promise, 
14 Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased 
possession, unto the praise of his glory. 
15 Wherefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto all the saints,  
16 Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers; 
17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the 
spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: 
18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the 
hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 
19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, 
according to the working of his mighty power, 
20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his 
own right hand in the heavenly places, 
21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name 
that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come: 
22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to 
the church, 
23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all. 

[God forbid] 
2 Corinthians 6:1 (KJB) We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also 
that ye receive not the grace of God in vain. 
2 (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I 
succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) 



3 Giving no offence in any thing, that the ministry be not blamed: 
4 But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in 
afflictions, in necessities, in distresses, 
5 In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; 
6 By pureness, by knowledge, by longsuffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, by 
love unfeigned, 
7 By the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the 
right hand and on the left, 
8 By honour and dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true; 
9 As unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as chastened, and 
not killed; 
10 As sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, 
and yet possessing all things. 
11 O ye Corinthians, our mouth is open unto you, our heart is enlarged. 
12 Ye are not straitened in us, but ye are straitened in your own bowels. 
13 Now for a recompence in the same, (I speak as unto my children,) be ye also 
enlarged. 
14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath 
righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? 
15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with 
an infidel? 
16 And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the 
living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people. 
17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and 
touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you, 
18 And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the 
Lord Almighty. 

*Separate in the sense of DO NOT do what they do; their habits, their 
perspectives, their lifestyles, etc. [1 Corinthians 5:9-13; 2 Corinthians 5:10-
11] 

2 Corinthians 13:14 (KJB) The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the 
love of God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen. 
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
